1N Tne meanume, we tougnt 1t wWould De a good OPPOITUNITY TO Snare Wit you some early pnotos oI tne event and Tell you a DIt more
about it. The original Coppa d’Oro Villa d’Este, an international Concours d’Elegance for motorcars, was held for the first time on
September 1, 1929, following the joining of the Automobile Club of Como, and the Grand Hotel Villa d’Este. The gathering was
last held in its original form with the then new post-war vehicles in 1949.

Italian automotive historian and author Tito Anselmi revived the Consorso in 1986 with the help of the Grand Hotel Villa d’Este.
Unfortunately, it was another nine years before the next Concorso was held again in 1995. Two more followed in 1996 and 1997,
and it has been held yearly since 1999.
